FAQ

Q: What are the minimum number of registered players required?

A: Overall, TO Soccer wants to ensure that you can offer a high quality and consistent soccer
experience to your players, that there is a demonstration of ability to run a soccer club and an
intention to make a sustained contribution to the soccer community in Toronto.

In general, that would require anywhere between 40 to 100 players for the club to be successful over
’Ehe_long-term. Even at that size, clubs may still struggle to field teams or run programs on a regular
asis.

TO Soccer will make its decision on new members based on the overall strength of the proposal and
some element of judgement will require by the review panel in making its _
recommendation. Meeting a perceived minimum requirement will not guarantee membership.

Q: What coach certifications are needed?

A: Clubs will need to demonstrate compliance with Ontario Soccer requirements and
recommendations on certifications for each age level and gender. In addition, clubs should also
demonstrate a technical leadership capacity exists that is more than those minimum requirements.
TO Soccer will make its decision on new members based on the overall strength of the proposal and
some element of judgement will require by the review panel in making its _
recommendation. Meeting a perceived minimum requirement will not guarantee membership.

Q: How long will it take to process an application? Is there a deadline to apply?

A: Once a proposal is received, TO Soccer will inform the applicant of a reasonable review period
based on the availability of panel members. TO Soccer will accept proposals as they come in.

Q: Is it possible to play in the league immediately if accepted as a new member?

A:The new membership review process does not supersede league application timelines for teams.
Potential applicants should factor that timing in when developing their proposal.
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
